This year’s graduation, our fourth, is a sign of vitality in 
parish life as newly arriving families with young children 
register in the parish and tell us that the presence of a 
school is a motivating factor in choosing our parish as 
their spiritual home.  It is with excitement and gratitude 
to donors and  benefactors that we look forward to next 
school year when our enrollment continues to surpass 
some of the long standing Catholic schools in the          
Archdiocese.  In fact, requests for enrollment in               
Kindergarten resulted in a waiting list of 17 students 
whom we could not accommodate due to lack of space.  
 

This weekend also marks commencement events for 
some local universities like Seattle University and the    
University of Washington. Local high schools also            
commenced in the last few weeks as have other state     
colleges and universities. Congratulations to all graduates 
in our parish. We will pray for you as you move on in life’s 
journeys.   
 

Also on Saturday, June 11th, Archbishop Peter Sartain      
ordained five men to the priesthood: Paul Brunet, Brad 
Hagelin, Dwight Lewis, Bryan Ochs and Michael Wagner.  
Please join me in offering prayers of support for these 
newly ordained and for blessings on their ministry among 
us.
