This past week we hosted one of the two annual           

Archdiocesan Stewardship Day events. It was very well 

attended with over 200 people from parishes throughout 

the archdiocese present including members of our own            

Stewardship Commission and staff to hear about the      

Engaged Church. The Engaged Church is a program some 

parishes are implementing to help connect parishioners to 

each other and to their parish in a more  intentional way. 

Our        Stewardship Commission led by Jim David and 

David Croppi are exploring ways that we might make use 

of some of this information in our own parish.    
 

Thank you so very much to those who have pledged to the      

Annual Catholic Appeal! As you can see from the          

thermometers in the Narthex and in the bulletin, we have 

enough pledges to meet our goal and if these pledges are 

fulfilled we will receive a   rebate for any monies received 

about this goal amount. We hope to use rebated monies to 

fund completion and initial implementation of the  energy 

audit with its cost saving replacement of the old lighting 

fixtures in the Social Hall and some in the main church 

sanctuary. Any remaining funds will be applied to the 

general operational costs of the parish.    
 

In addition, our goal is to have 100% participation. Last 

year we achieved 40%. At this point we are at                   

approximately 34%. Participation includes financial 

pledges, one time contributions, and offers of prayerful 

support. Please return your pledge envelopes in the        

collection baskets at Mass, return them to the parish office 

or pledge online on our website www.stmadsophie.org or 

the archdiocesan website: www.seattlearch.org.
